ALARM POLICY 
 
Please be aware that Liberty 
Township has a false alarm  
policy, which is based on Ohio 
Revised Code 505.511. The 
Trustees put this policy into 
place in an effort to minimize 
the amount of time and  
resources spent responding to 
false alarms after finding that 
the number of false alarms  
requiring the services of the  
Butler County Sheriff  
Department were on the rise. 
This policy is meant to address 
repeat offenders only and is not 
meant to deter businesses and 
residents from using alarms.  
The policy defines the following 
fines which may be assessed on 
residents or business owners 
who have a combined total of 
three false alarms in the same 
calendar year. 
♦ 4th false alarm—$50 
♦ 5th false alarm—$100 
♦ For any false alarm after the 

5th occurrence—$150

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F INANCE  DEPARTMENT REPORT

TOWNSHIP’S FISCAL RESPONSIBILITY RECOGNIZED DURING AUDIT PROCESS 
 
The 2009 fiscal year was a positive time 
for the Township because it  
received a clean audit, free of  
findings and recommendations,  
for fiscal years 2007 and 2008.  
This demonstrates that the Township has 
put all necessary controls in  
place to ensure the tax payer’s dollars are 
being responsibly managed. 
 
Liberty’s 2009 total expenditures  
were $19,324,220 compared with  
total revenues of $16,313,277. The  
net result was a shortfall of revenue over 
expenditures of $3,010,943.  
This is largely due to the reduced  
State funding for local governments, and 
capital improvement costs that  
occurred in 2009, whereas the funds for 
the improvements were borrowed 
(General Obligation Bond) and reflected in 
2008.   
 
Liberty’s 2009 expenditures include capital improvement projects, which consisted of the replacement for  
Fire Station 111, and an additional salt storage facility to help improve the operation of treating the roads.     
Both of these projects were near completion by the end of 2009. 
 
Liberty saw a significant increase in Joint Economic Development (JEDD) revenues. This revenue stream  
increased $271,548 or 50% over 2008. These revenues are pledged toward improvements within the JEDD area. 
This additional source of revenue, along with the RID (Residential Incentive District) and TIF (Tax Increment  
Financing) revenues have a tremendous impact on the Townships ability to complete projects, such as the Liberty 
Interchange and Kyles Station Road/SR 747 road improvements. These projects may not be possible without the 
ability to put such funding mechanisms in place. 
  
Overall for 2009 the Township’s expenses came in under budget by approximately 5%, which is largely due to the 
Trustees and staff diligently watching their expenditures for the year. The revenues exceeded the budgeted amount 
by approximately 3%, which is due in part to the increase in RID (Residential Incentive District) and JEDD (Joint  
Economic Development) revenue over what was expected.

2009 EXPENSES 
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FIREWORKS: DON’T TRY 
THIS AT HOME! 
 
As we approach the July Fourth  
holiday and the September Labor 
Day celebrations we are inundated 
with questions and concerns about 
fireworks. Basically, the only types 
of fireworks that can be legally  
discharged by the average resident 
in the state of Ohio are trick and 
novelty items also known as  
Exempted 1.4G Fireworks. These 
include items such as sparklers, glow 
snakes, smoke bombs, snaps and 
similar devices. Traditional devices 
such as firecrackers, bottle rockets, 
fountains and roman candles are 
classified as 1.4G Fireworks—and 
while they may be purchased by 
residents over 18 years of age  
from a licensed manufacturer or 
wholesaler—they can not be legally 
discharged in the state of Ohio. 
When purchased in state the  
purchaser must sign a form stating 
that they will transport these devices 
out of the state within 48 hours. 
Aerial shells and other shells that  
are shot from mortars are classified 
as 1.3G fireworks and can only be 
discharged by a licensed exhibitor 
with a valid permit in accordance 
with Ohio laws.

NUISANCE COMPLAINTS PEAK THIS TIME OF YEAR 
 
The Liberty Township Zoning Department responds to nuisance complaints, 
including tall grass, weeds, trash and junk in yards, in accordance with 
Ohio Revised Code Section 505.87. Properties going through the nuisance 
abatement process can take at least 6 weeks to go through the process, if 
the property owner(s) choose not to abate the nuisance. 
♦ Once the Liberty Township Zoning Department receives a written complaint 

regarding the conditions at a property, Staff does a site inspection and 
takes photographs of present conditions. 

♦ If the property is deemed to be in violation (i.e. grass >8” and/or  

excessive weeds) the property owner is notified and given 10 days to  
correct the violation. 

♦ After 10 days, the site is re-inspected. If the violation has not been  

corrected (grass cut, trash removed, etc.), a certified letter of violation is 
sent to the owner and all lien holders of record stating the property will  
be put on the next available Liberty Township Board of Trustees agenda  
to be declared a Public Nuisance (minimum 10 days advance notice  
required). A copy of the notice is also posted on the property. 

♦ If the violation remains on the day of the aforementioned Board of  

Trustees meeting, the Trustees pass a Resolution officially declaring the 
property a public nuisance and ordering that the nuisance be abated within 
7 days. A second certified letter of violation is sent to the owner and all 
lien holders of record stating the property has been declared a public  
nuisance and they have 7 days to abate the nuisance. A copy of the notice 
is also posted on the property. 

♦ Seven days after the Trustees Resolution, the property is re-inspected. Any 

violation remaining at this time will be corrected by the Township, with the 
cost of the abatement placed on the owner's property tax bill.  

Complaints may be made by filling out the Resident Complaint 
Form, in person, by mail, fax or email. For additional information, 
please contact the Zoning Department at 759-7500.
