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LIBERTY WAY INTERCHANGE OPENS TO TRAFFIC 
 
It’s official...the Liberty Way Interchange project is complete and open  
to traffic. A dedication ceremony took place on October 7 with the actual 
opening occurring on October 14. The $42-million infrastructure project 
was locally-funded by Liberty Township, West Chester Township and Butler 
County. The project was managed by the Butler County Transportation 
Improvement District and opened about six months ahead of schedule.  
 
The Liberty Way Interchange is an extension of the Butler County Regional 
Highway (Ohio 129) at I-75 making it a full-service interchange off I-75. 
The completed projects include a northern extension of Cox Road from 
Liberty Way (formerly Hamilton-Mason Rd) as well as widening and  
improvements of Liberty Way between Cincinnati-Dayton and Butler-
Warren roads. The new interchange opens up 600 acres for commercial 
development – primarily in Liberty Township with some acreage in West 
Chester Township. At complete build-out in 20 years, approximately 
10,000 new jobs are project to be created with an annual payroll of  
$250 million as a result of the new Liberty Way Interchange.

The Liberty Township Services 
Department pre-treats town-
ship roads with a salt brine 
solution. This process leaves 
white lines in the roadway.

WINTER WEATHER REMINDERS 
 
The winter months bring with them the challenges of driving in conditions 
most people do not enjoy. The Liberty Township Services Department will 
certainly make every effort to keep these hazardous road conditions as 
safe as possible for the traveling public during these times of ice and 
snow. With that in mind, we would like to offer a few tips that you as a 
township resident can do to allow for safe, timely and effective removal  
of ice and snow from township roadways. 

♦ Remove any objects near roadways that could potentially be struck 
during snow and ice removal, such as basketball goals, bicycles, etc. 

♦ Don’t pass a snow plow unless absolutely necessary. 

♦ Allow plenty of stopping distance; don’t follow plow trucks too closely. 
This also reduces the chances of loose material hitting your vehicle.   

♦ Keep headlights on low beam. 

♦ Never assume that the snow plow operator can see you. Every plow 
has blind spots that reduce side and rear visibility. 

♦ Don’t push snow from your driveway into the roadway. This can  
create a danger to motorists. Pile snow to the left side of drive as 
you face your house, specifically when clearing near the road. This 
will prevent the plow from dragging the pile across your driveway apron. 

♦ Park vehicles in your driveway when possible; allows the crews to 
clear the entire roadway from curb to curb.

DOWNTOWN BETHANY VISION PLAN — PUBLIC OPEN HOUSE 
 
On Thursday, Sept. 17, at Bethany United Methodist 
Church, a public open house was held to introduce  
work towards a vision plan for Downtown Bethany.  
A much larger crowd than expected turned out for  
the meeting. The information was presented on 
boards and township staff and members of the plan 
steering committee engaged meeting attendees  
regarding their thoughts on the area and the plan.   
 
Bethany has historically served as the downtown  
of Liberty Township and surrounding areas, but  
due to changes in the community, this role has  
been diminished. Small, fragmented lots and  
the existing building stock are hurdles to the  
re-development of Downtown Bethany. Also,  
the speed and volume of traffic along Cincinnati-
Dayton Road and an incomplete sidewalk system 
hampers pedestrian access in the area. Schools  
and churches provide a community social presence 
within Bethany, which can be further cultivated 
through appropriate development.   
 
Given these present factors in Bethany, four  
overarching goals have been identified for the 
Downtown Bethany Vision Plan (see box below). 
 
Going forward, township staff is incorporating the 
public input as they draft the vision plan document, 
with the goal for the plan steering committee to 
send a draft plan to the trustees for their  
consideration by the end of this year. 
 

 
 

The four overarching goals for the  
Downtown Bethany Vision Plan: 
 
♦ Establish an identity for Downtown Bethany and 
 promote that identity through a cohesive vision  
 or aesthetic. 
 
♦ Provide for proper transition between the  
 commercial corridor and adjacent residential uses. 
 
♦ Create a connected and walk-able Downtown Bethany. 
 
♦ Find ways to promote businesses in the Downtown 
 Bethany area.

CELEBRATE THE  
HOLIDAYS SAFELY 
 
The holiday season tends  
to be the busiest time of the 
year. The Liberty Twp Fire 
Dept would like to encourage 
everyone to take extra caution 
and make the holidays safe. 
With winter approaching now 
is the time to make sure  
that your furnace has been 
serviced by a qualified  
technician. Flues and chimneys 
should be checked for  
obstructions such that may 
have occurred over the  
summer. Objects such as birds 
nest can create a blockage  
and cause fumes and carbon 
monoxide to back up into the 
home. Always dispose of ashes 
in a closed metal can after  
you are absolutely sure that 
they are cold. The ashcan 
should be stored outside and 
away from any combustibles. 
Test detectors regularly both 
smoke and carbon monoxide. 
Follow the manufacturers’  
recommendations as far as 
replacing these detectors. 
Most recommend that they be  
replaced in 5-10 year intervals 
to assure that they will  
perform properly when 
needed. The one thing that all 
of the upcoming holidays have 
in common is the way we like 
to decorate. Most decorations 
involve the use of extension 
cords and multi plug adaptors. 
Both may cause fire if not 
used correctly. Candles of 
every shape and size are 
popular especially during the  
holidays. Never burn candles 
unless someone is going to  
be in the room with them and 
they are well away from  
combustibles. Make sure that 
you extinguish the flame  
completely and the wick is  
cold before leaving.

Liberty Township Fire Department was formed in 1953 to combat house 
fires. Although there was the occasional basement to pump or cat to  
rescue this was our main mandate for the first two decades of the  
department’s existence. In 1974 the department added an ambulance  
and begun providing emergency medical transports to the services  
provided to our residents and their guest. Today EMS service compiles 
over 70% of our request for emergency services. Over the next several 
decades we have undergone many changes that have allowed us to evolve 
into a full service department. In recent years Liberty Twp Fire Dept has 
continued to increase the diverse services and programs that we make 
available to our residents. Some of the more popular programs include:

♦ Fire extinguisher training for businesses and groups 
♦ Emergency and contingency planning in cooperation with

We also serve as a referral agency of sorts, often fielding questions,  
offering suggestions or referring residents to other agencies in a wide  
array of topics.
