New Businesses in the JEDD 
 

• Liberty Center tenants’ first JEDD payments were due January and April. Following up with 
about 15 tenants that show no payment. Overall collections have gone very well given the 
number of new businesses that opened on one day. New restaurants and tenants continue to 
open and JEDD paperwork is being distributed. 

• Liberty Connection retail strip has 4 new businesses now open (Chipotle, AT&T, SuperCuts 
and FirstWatch). 

• New construction has begun on Wings & Rings and Dr. Zamora’s dental office - both in the 
JEDD around Kroger Marketplace.  

• Cincinnati Children’s Proton Therapy facility is scheduled to open this summer/fall.
